Literacy
In Literacy we will be retelling stories using puppets, props and role play as well as

creating simple story maps. Towards the end of term, we will be writing simple words.
Children will also practise writing their name.
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Maths
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In reception we use the Mastering Numbers programme. This term children will build on x e

previous experiences of number from their home and nursery environments, and further %/
develop their subitising and counting skills.

Communication and language

This term we will be developing the children’s listening skills, through stories, songsand
rhymes and be taught the importance of listening in school. The children will be

introduced to lots of new vocabulary in their learning and the school environment. The children will
have lots of opportunities to talk and ask questions.
