This provides an increase of opportunities for healthy activity available, leading to an increase into engagement with exercise, an understanding of the benefits of exercise for health, an improvement in sense of health and well-being as well as a higher uptake by those children who normally don’t engage with physical activity opportunities 



Continuing to develop these partnerships has been vital to our staff CPD and also to enable good quality coaching in different sports to all children. 


	Swimming sessions have seen an increase in those year 6 children who have been able to reach the government requirements of the swimming curriculum and an overall increase in confidence around the pool. 

Spending spirts premium funds on playground equipment has been an excellent investment and has led to an increase in uptake of sports, this has in turn made an impact by creating less behaviour issues on the playground at lunch as the children have been more occupied. It has also seen those who are more reluctant in PE sessions become more active and increasing their skills in fine and gross motor but also team work and co-operative play.   

Two members of staff have taken part in some forest school training and have disseminated this down to the rest of the staff ensuring more activities are completed outside in curriculum time. 

Children have shown they really enjoy the dance sessions this year and it is lovely to see the children dancing at other times when the teacher is not there. Therefore, next year we will look into getting a sound system outside to be used at lunch times and possible train a member of the dinner staff to lead some sessions. 



Staff have been able to upskill their teaching techniques in different sports and children have been able to access good quality coaching to different sports. It has also allowed access to the different clubs around Corby on order for children to continue to develop these skills out of school.

	We have focused a lot on water safety during the top up swimming sessions. We wanted to ensure that all the children could be safe when in and around water.

	Post covid, our swimming data was affected therefore we decided to ensure that all year groups in KS2 were provided with the opportunity to swim using our sports premium. Swimming has been made available for 5/6 terms. Years 3-5 swam for half a term each and Year 6 was provided with additional top up swimming above their termly swim.
