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Welcome
Welcome to Year two. We hope you had a wonderful summer and are excited to be starting in Year 2.

Phonics and Reading

Reading is a key part of our learning in Year 2. When the children can read
confidently, it opens the door to so many more activities for them. Please try
to find time to read with your child at least 4 times a week and record this in
their reading records. It makes such a difference to their learning, and they
earn dojos! For shorter books, we will change them when they have been
read three times to allow children to practise reading fluently. As they become more confident and
move on to longer books, they will be changed when they have finished them.

In class, our reading sessions will consist of guided reading with the class, one to one reading with an
adult and independent reading activities. We will also continue daily phonics lessons this term.

Please ensure children have their book bags in school every day so that we can easily check
and change books.

Writing

Our first writing topic will be about Tadpole’s Promise, moving on to The Day the Crayons Quit, and
Owl babies. Our main focusses this term will be improving sentences. We will be using adjectives,
adverbs and conjunctions while continuing to work on the basics of spelling, handwriting and

punctuation.
